Grant Guidelines and Procedures
Grants are awarded for the purpose of supporting K-12 curriculum enrichment.  They are intended to meet student needs and increase motivation to learn, as well as stimulate creativity in the classroom.  Grants may include project-related supplies or equipment, workshop fees and/or resource materials and field trips.  Grant awards are intended to be used as seed money to fund new programs and projects rather than previously funded projects. The West Allis-West Milwaukee School District Education Foundation grants requests from teachers, staff members, administrators or student groups of the West Allis-West Milwaukee School District in accordance with the following guidelines.  Grants will be awarded in December.
GENERAL GUIDELINES
The Foundation will fund the following categories:
A. Innovative programs that enhance learning

B. Departmental needs/requests not budgeted for

C. Speakers/experts that reinforce the curriculum or inspire students
D. Technology that promotes instruction

E. Fieldtrips that reinforce the curriculum

Higher consideration will be given to applications for projects and programs that:

· Affect a large number of students

· Can be replicated for use by others

· Are targeted at an underserved audience or curricular area

· Demonstrate an innovative approach to education

· Reinforce the mission and goals of the School District

The Foundation will not fund:
· Programs/projects that are not consistent with established District initiatives/curriculum
· F.T.E.  positions

· Facility maintenance

· Food

· Staff Transportation, lodging, hotel

Proposals will be reviewed by a Grant Review Committee, with final decisions for grant awards subject to approval by the West Allis-West Milwaukee School District Education Foundation Board of Directors.  If necessary or desired, some applicants may be invited to discuss their proposals at an Education Foundation Board Meeting.  All applicants will receive notification of their grant award status.  Grants may be funded partially or in full.
Grant Award checks will be sent to the grant recipient’s school in December.  All expenses must be documented by purchase orders or receipts.  Unused funds will revert to the school and will be utilized according to the Principal’s discretion.  A brief grant report will be required on a provided form upon completion of the funded activity.
